d) If two players/pairs are then equal, the winner of the game between them.

e) If there is no winner under (d), or if three or more player/pairs are still 
equal, the player/pair from among them who loses the fewest points.

f) If two players/pairs are still equal, the winner of the game between them.

g) In the unlikely event of three or more players/pairs being still equal, the 
referee’s discretion will be used!
